Excerpts from “B’Yizreel” No. 1771
Mazkirut Meeting:  (from Shulamit,14th November, 2016)

· Best wishes to Neta Blass, chairperson of the Education Council, on joining the Mazkirut.
· Meirav Piekarski, (Rahel's daughter) has the status of guest on the kibbutz; she will be staying with Rahel for a period of up to six months.

· Uri Gilad reported on the signing of the Frutaron Petition against the building of their factory on the new industrial site adjoining the Tanach Road.

The Mazkirut opposes the building of this factory which will cause serious problems to the area settlements.
· Kobi explained that we are required to agree to the signing of the local committee's budget; a formal matter only.  Passed.

Mazkirut Meeting:  (from Shulamit, 21st November, 2016)

· Kibbutz Mishol contacted us, through Uri Gilad, to donate a sum of money to assist student refugees from Sudan.  They are unable to travel to visit their families in Uganda during the coming school vacation.
The non-profit associated "Tikun" and the Machanot Olim movement are planning to send madrichim to Uganda to help with this humanitarian and educational project.  Some NIS 50,400 is required to carry out this project; the matter to be discussed at a future meeting. 
The amount needed consists of:
Air fares, NIS 15,960; Visas NIS 1330; Expenses NIS 9.310; Insurance NIS 1,800; Organization NIS 15,000 Equipment NIS 6,000  Total:  NIS 50,400
· Izzy Levitan's request to grant chaverim additional Maytronics dividend is to be discussed with representatives of Yizreel Holdings, economic committees and other chaverim.  This body will recommend relevant decisions including a clear explanation to the chaverim and its' implications.

· Cost is now a lot cheaper owing to the fact that there are many insurance firms competing with prices.
· Conditions for the following policies are the most flexible for those aged 20 to 70, and up to 85 years old, the final age for insurance.  (These policies are the most expensive.)

· Chaverim are invited to meet a representative of one of the companies for a PRIVATE meeting, to receive life insurance.  Families with insurance can receive insurance paid for by the deceased.

· A representative of "Agricultural Insurance" will be present in our moadon on Thursday, 8th December from 18.00 – 20.00.  He will sit withTalia Arad; a chaver is not obliged to join after discussion and questions.  This insurance is also available to non-residents of Yizreel (family members, parents, children etc.)
