New Darwin Awards continued:

Semifinalist No. 5:

Employees in a medium-sized warehouse in west Texas noticed the small of a gas leak.  Sensibly, manangement evacuated the building extinguishing all potential sources of ignition, lights, power, etc.
After the building had been evacuated, two technicians from the gas company were dispatched.  Upon entering the building they found they had efficulty navigating in the dark.
