How En-lightning:

Every second there are 100 to 125 flashes of lightning somewhere on Earth.

A lightning bolt can be anywhere between 61 m. and 32 km., but the average length, cloud to ground, is 3.2 to 16 m.

Lightning speeds toward to Earth at an average of 200,000 miles per hour.

The average flash of lightning contains 125,000,000 volts of electricity, enough to light a 100 watt bulb for more than three months. 
The chances of being hit by lightning in your lifetime are about 1 in 600,000.  Still, anywhere from 500 to 1,000 people are struck by lightning every year in the U.S.A.
The temperature of a lightning bolt can reach 50,000 f. which is hotter than the surface of the sun.

When you see a lightning flash, count the seconds until you hear the bang of thunder.  Divide by five – sound travels about 1.6 k. every five seconds – and this will give you an approximation of the storm's distance from you.

About one quarter of lightning strikes occur in open fields.  30% happen in July, 22% in August.

You can get struck by lightning while you are on the phone.  It happens to about 2.5% of all lightning strike victims.

Trees are lightning bolts favourite targets – lightning is the largest cause of forest fires in the western U.S.A.

Queen bees sting only other queen bees.

According to sleep researchers, only about 5% of people dream in colour.

In an average minute, 20,000 gallons flow from the Amazon River into the sea.

The heaviest pumpkin ever recorded, weighed 1,061 pounds.

The average cow produces 70,000 glasses of milk in her lifetime.
