Half-yearly summing up, 2016:

· Ma'agan Eden: from the Managing Director, Doron Bichler; capacity 63% (last year 69%); profit 47% over budget.
· Garage: less than the same period last year; looking for a way to check expenses and increase income.

· Tamuz: we hold 11.25% shares; showing a profit.

· Agriculture, presented by Ran Mann: results will only appear towards the end of 2016,

· Rainfall: only 330 mm. and hoping for better this year.
· Water: until now some of the old asbestos pipes have been replaced.

· Dairy: good yields with profit.

· Olives: larger yield than expected.

· Almonds: harvesting completed, results not yet published.  120 dunams planted. 

· Poultry: satisfactory results.

· Choresh-Yizreel Field Crops: Lack of water thus lower prices; peas crops went to industry; marrow checked for the future.

· Debts: less than before; paid regularly.

· Taxes: kibbutz members are obliged to pay tax in the following cases:

(a)  Receiving income, assets abroad (inheritance, gifts, profits, work)
(b)  Assets in Israel.

(c)  Expected to report such funds/and/or assets by 31st December, 2016.

(d)  Non-payment of such taxes could be accused of criminal offence.

VEGETABLE TRIVIA:
Maize:  The most versatile of all food plants, it can be eaten at every stage of development.  You can find it in more than 3,000 grocery items.

Garlic:  One of the first foods ever cultivated.  First written reference was 5,000 years ago in Sanskrit.   At banquets, ancient Greeks served each guest a bowl of parsley, believing it would mask "garlic breath".  A vestige of this custom survives.  Many restaurants still drop a sprig of parsley on every plate.

Lettuce:  The name comes from the Latin lactuca (milk) because of the white liquid that oozes from broken stalks.  The Romans prized it so highly that any slave caught eating lettuce was given 30 lashes.

Eggplant:  Originated in China, where it was grown as a decoration.  The Chinese called eggplants "mad apples", believing they caused insanity.  The eggplant was accepted as a food only after it was brought to the Mediterranean.

Leeks:  These members of the onion family originated in Egypt, then spread to Rome.  (Emperor Nero drank a quart of leek soup every day, thinking it improved his singing voice.)  The Romans introduced the leek to Wales and it became the Welsh national symbol in 640, when Saxons invaded England.  With no uniforms it was hard to tell friend from foe in battle, so each Welsh soldier pinned a leek on his cap to identify himself.  

They won, and every March 1, St. David's Day, the Welsh pin a leek to their hats or lapels to commemorate the victory.

Radishes:  Since they are ready to harvest after only 42 days, the Greeks named them Raphanos, meaning "easy to grow".  The Romans changed this to Radix, meaning "root".

Details:  The entire restaurant was decorated to look like a public restroom; toilet bowls alternated with tables in the main dining rom.  And their logo, a toilet seat, was on all the menus.
