Yizreel's 67th Anniversary:  (from Shani and Chedva)
· Friday, 31st July, 2015  -  Tu B'Av, the Hebrew date for marking the establishment of Kibbutz Yizreel, by the ex-Palmach founders, in 1948.

· Marking this date, Ron Granot, Kobi Levi and Chedva Shaharabanee have designed a new kibbutz logo.

· "Yizreel Flowering" - the ceramic garden:  this will take place on Friday, 31st., at 17.45 on the entry road to Yizreel, opposite the upper dam.

· 19.00 – Festive meal in the dining room and the unveiling of the new logo.

Pool News:  (from Eddie and the life-guards)
· Please take home all clothes and personal belongings.
· No entry to the pool without a life guard present (even if you have no intention of swimming.)
· Swimming when drunk is dangerous.  The life guards will not allow anyone in such a state to enter the pool.

· The pool is open daily from 10.00 a.m. not before.
· All invited for an early morning swim, every day; details in KehilaNet.

· The season of visitors is with us!  Inform Eddie of your visitors coming to the pool.  Please note the rules!  See them on KehilaNet.

· Inform your visitors to introduce themselves to the life guard; only during the daytime on weekdays, when there are fewer swimmers and when the regular life guard is on duty.

· Sending visitors with a child is not allowed.

· Only visitors, close relatives of chaverim, can come in the evening without their hosts – they must also introduce themselves to the life guard, to prevent any unpleasantness.

· Because of insurance reasons visitors of "Mifgashim" are not allowed to use the pool.

Audit:  Yizreel Health Services:

Carried out fully:

· Transport arranged to Afula, Kupat Cholim and Emek Hospital.

· Combining the Health, Welfare and Rehabilitation Committees.

· Accompanying those chaverim travelling for treatment off the kibbutz.

· Health insurance for hired workers, work by chaverim and payments of insurance.

· Responsibility for eye glasses.

Partially carried out:

· Information annually of the health "basket" available to chaverim.

Not yet carried out:

· Reminders via the post to collect mediation from the clinic.

· Include doctor's appointments via the computer.

· Improve medications available.
