No good deed goes unpunished:
In 1994, New York City's Metropolitan Transport Authority docked Michael Durant, a 31 year-old bus driver, a day's pay for being twelve minutes late for work.  His excuse: he had stopped to pull a man out of a burning car on the highway.

New York Jets quarterback, Boomer Esiason, was driving home after a 28 – 24 loss to the Miami Dophins, when he had to stop his car because of an accident.  He go out and asked a woman in the car in front of him whether she was alright.  Her window was broken and she was crying, Esiason recalls, "She looked at me and said, Boomer:"  I said, "Yes."  She said, "You guys really stink.  How'd you lose that game today."

In 1981 Peter Stankiewicz of Rockville, Maryland, stopped his car and dove into the Potomac River to rescue a driver whose lumber truck had crashed through a bridge railing and plunged 21 metres into the icy waters.  After hauling the driver to shore, Stankiewizz was informed that his car had been towed to the pound because it was blocking traffic.

In June, 1994, Don Weston found a young seagull squawking on the ground in his driveway in Gloucester, England, and put the bird in top of his garage to keep it safe from cats.  A few hours later it flew off.  Mr. Weston thought he had done a good deed, but every June and July for the last three years he has been pursued by a vengeful seagull – the very one, be believes whose life he saved.
"Its' evil squawking is so distinctive," he said, "it sounds like a banshee wailing.  I've had nightmares about it."  The bird pecks his head, bombs him with droppings, and stalks him through the city by air.  "At the sight of me, it goes crazy, said Weston.
