Mazkirut Meeting:  (from Yair, 9th February, 2015)

· Kobi reported on meetings with representatives of the Housing, Absorption, and Young Generation committees in connection with renovations needed for housing.

1. The rooms opposite the synagogue need immediate renovation for the Young Generation members finishing 12th grade.

2. Housing is needed for absorption of families; the new units for "Sadot" must be completed a.s.a.p.

· There were many cases of breaking and entering on 8th and 9th February; including Yizreel.  The police are dealing with this; keep houses and cupboards locked.

· A course is being organized by the Kibbutz Co-operative Stream dealing with "Motivation on Co-operative Kibbutzim"; those interested contact the Human Resources office.

· 2015 personal budget; check information recorded and contact Esther Ben-Bassat if details are not correct.  Seniority budget allowance stops at the age of 70.

· The work of the Mazkirut: this body is responsible for matters discussed, and deals with initiatives, community matters and the year's programme.
Maytronics:
"The Marker" magazine in its' 18th February edition, published a detailed article about Maytronics in which it deals with the latest improvement made to our Dolphins, and the world market.

Many children drown in swimming pools and Maytronics is working on more successful warning systems which is hoped will be used world-wide.  France is he only country in the world in which the law requires safety precautions in pools.

Maytronics plans to double sales by 2018, with focus on the Southern hemisphere. At present the factory employs between 250 and 400 (depending on the season), including 40 chaverim of Yizreel.  

"It is important to note that Yizreel has given Maytronics industrial decision making, a rare situation in most kibbutz industries," says the Managing Director, Yuval Be'eri.

"Only kibbutzion with successful industries can support a kibbutz of the co-operative stream."
